sailed for Cube at noon to-day. They made
2 magnificent spectacle as they formed iato
two columns down the bay at the first ren-
dezvous, twenty-five miles or so from Port
Tampa. The troopships carry the largest
invading army that any single country has
ever sent such a distance, and the largest
oxpedition that has been organized by any
nation since the Crimean war.

It numbers more than 20000 men. The
movement of the fleet lacked something of
majesty and splendor. They did not leave
the port at the same time, but dropped down
the bay one at a time, and so quietly that
they were scarcely missed from the fleet that
was dispersing, to form again near the
Guit.

Some left yesterday afternoon, others fol-
lowed at night, and the rest steamed out in
the quill gray of the early morning.

Last night there was some little cheering
and band playing as the transports left
thelr moorings, but it was spiritless. On
some of the ships Southern airs were played
and Southern songs were sung. ‘ Dixie™
has proved by far the most popular song
of the expedition, and was played last night
whenever a ship passed out Into the harbor.

Background Essay: What Role Did Florida Play in the Spanish-American War?

The Spanish-American War, in which the United States became involved in Cuba’s war for independence from Spain, lasted less than four months. It began on April 25 and ended on August 12, 1898. Cuba had been fighting for independence for 30 years. The American public followed years of news reports about the brutal fighting and Spanish atrocities. An American battleship stationed off the Cuban coast, the USS Maine, exploded on February 15, 1898. Newspapers and officials who favored war with Spain insisted the Spanish were responsible, but the cause has never been definitively explained. The outcry from the American public and the United States government increased support for a war against Spain.
Many Cuban and Spanish business owners chose to relocate their factories to Florida in the 1860s and 1870s, the early years of the Cuban Revolution. Cuban-Americans from every social and economic level supported the cause of Cuban independence. Workers’ groups formed organizations and conducted fundraising efforts to support the revolution. Cubans and Cuban-Americans in Florida also helped generate greater American support for United States intervention. Revolutionary leader José Martí toured Ybor City, West Tampa, and Key West, delivering speeches to large crowds wherever he went. Martí returned to Cuba in 1895 to join the revolution.
Back in 1824, the US Army built Ft. Brooke at the mouth of the Hillsborough River to keep an eye on the Seminole Indians and Spanish to the south. The fort lead to the birth of a small, backwoods town called Tampa. It remained a small town until 1884 when Henry Plant extended his railroad to Tampa, sailed his steamships into Tampa Bay and built the Tampa Bay Hotel on the waterfront. Even with the “Plant System,” Tampa was still little known until 30,000 US Army troops transformed Tampa from a town into a city. 

Florida became the staging area for war preparations. American volunteer soldiers camped and drilled in Jacksonville, Tampa, Key West and other locations around the state as they prepared to leave for Cuba. Key West served as a headquarters for the U.S. Navy. Other ships left Florida ports to carry troops and supplies for the brief war. Most of the United States troops heading to fight in Cuba went through Tampa. Using Plant’s massive Tampa Bay Hotel as its headquarters, the US Army chose Tampa as the launching point for the invasion of Cuba and the staging of the Caribbean theater of the Spanish-America War. The heat, the terrain, and the water were perfect training for the soldiers, many of whom, would see beaches and salt water for the first time in their lives. 

Theodore Roosevelt led the most famous unit fighting in Cuba, the First U.S. Volunteer Cavalry, known as the “Rough Riders.” They were a diverse group including Native Americans, Ivy League athletes, Texas Rangers, cowboys and gold prospectors. The Rough Riders went to Tampa at the end of May 1898. On June 13, they left Tampa to fight in Cuba. Two years after the end of the war, Roosevelt went on to become the 26th president of the United States.
The African-American community debated the role of black soldiers in the war. Many saw this as an opportunity to fight for equality at home by fighting oppression in Cuba. Others questioned whether African-Americans should fight for a U.S. government that enacted federal and state laws that deprived them of their rights. The most famous of the African-American soldiers to fight in the Spanish-American War were known as the "Buffalo Soldiers." They were the first peacetime all-black regiments in the regular U.S. Army. Congress created the four regiments, the 9th and 10th Cavalries and the 24th and 25th Infantries, just after the American Civil War. All four regiments were transferred to Florida in the spring of 1898 to prepare for the war with Spain. From Florida they went to Cuba, where black troops fought and played a major role in the victory at Santiago de Cuba.
During the war, more soldiers died from disease than from combat wounds. Typhoid fever, a preventable disease transmitted through unsanitary conditions, was the major killer during the war. Typhoid fever epidemics in the camps quickly overwhelmed the medical personnel that existed. Congress authorized the U.S. Army to hire men and women as nurses to serve in Cuba, Puerto Rico, the Philippines, Hawaii and in camp hospitals in the United States. Recognition of the importance of hygiene and health after the war led to the establishment of the Army Nurse Corp.
Once United States forces joined the Cuban revolutionaries, Spain was quickly defeated. The United States and Spain signed the Treaty of Paris on December 10, 1898. This treaty formally ended the Spanish-American War. In the treaty, Spain ceded the islands of Puerto Rico and Guam to the United States. Spain also granted independence to Cuba and sold the Philippines to the United States for $20,000,000. Before the war began, Congress had passed a law that prohibited the U.S. from annexing Cuba. Americans remained on the island, however, until the new Cuban government agreed to certain conditions. The Platt Amendment granted the U.S. the right to intervene in Cuban affairs and maintain naval bases.

Distance between Havana and Tampa is 537.39 km. This distance is equal to 333.92 miles, and 289.98 nautical miles. Nearly all Cuban tobacco used for cigars was shipped from the port of Havana, Cuba. The Tampa area became an important cigar manufacturing location after railroad lines connected it to the major transcontinental railroads and the port was deepened.
